STATEMENT ON POST MORTEM SERVICES ACROSS HOSPITALS IN
THARAKA NITHI COUNTY.
(Hon Erastus Kinyua, MCA)

Mr. Speaker Sir, I arise pursuant to provision of Standing Order No 55 (1) to
seek a statement from the Chairperson Committee on Health and Sanitation
Services on the status of post mortem services offered across hospitals

within the County.

The Tharaka Nithi County Finance Bill, 2021 specifies the amount to be
charged for post mortem as Kshs.2000 within the County. The legislation
was enacted with the intent of protecting residents from being overcharged
when seeking services from hospitals within the County. However, claims of

overcharging are rampant in Public hospitals on this effect.

The Covid 19 pandemic has affected people economic activities rendering
some incapable of raising the funds required for post mortem. Hospitals are

also overwhelmed by many deaths caused by Covid 19.

i. What are the criteria used to determine which bodies require post
mortem?
ii. What are the conditions which can warrant the waiving of post mortem
charges?
iii. What steps are being taken to ensure hospitals are complying with the
provisions of Tharaka Nithi County Finance Bill?
